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And WHEREAS the Seller has agreed to sell the said goods to the Buyer on the terms and conditions appearing hereinafter.

7. This sales is effected on high seas within the meaning of Section 5(2) of the Central Sales Tax Act, 1956 and, therefore, no Sales Tax is payable in respect of this sale.

13. The buyer shall surrender to the seller the exchange control copy of the bill of entry(Triplicate – original) proof of having cleared the material from the customs within 10 days of clearing the material
